Message from the Chairman

I want to start 2010 by thanking you for supporting our Party’s platform and candidates in
2008. We needed a change from the Bush Administration’s borrow and spend/trickle-down economy
and foreign policy failures. Guilford County helped send one of our brightest leaders to Washington
to make a difference, friend and neighbor Senator Kay Hagan. Though the path to recovery is long,
we have the right leaders—Democrats. In 2010, we need to build support to finish our state and
country’s recovery.

The redistricting for the next 10 years will be done by candidates elected this year. School Board
members and County Commissioners will redraw their district lines, which will affect our county politics. N.C.

The top of
our ticket this year will be the winnable U.S. Senate seat held by Richard Burr. Three well-qualified Democrats
have already entered the race.

ORGANIZING PRECINCTS for an ELECTION WIN

Organize or stay organized. It’s time to make sure your precinct is preparing for the coming election.

Precinct meetings are to be held between February 27 and March 12. In order to be considered organized,
at least five registered Democrats from your precinct have to meet. The person in charge of setting up the precinct
meeting must let the Guilford County Democratic Party know the time and place of the meeting beforehand, so it
can be publicized. All organized precincts will elect delegates to the County Convention and pass resolutions to
be sent to the convention. Unorganized precincts will first elect a chair, vice chair and secretary/treasurer. Once
that is done, they can elect delegates to the County Convention and pass resolutions.

If the Precinct Chair/Organizer prefers, its members may attend a cluster precinct meeting March 1 in
Greensboro or March 2 in High Point. If five people from a precinct attend, its business can be conducted there.
Look on the insert page in this newsletter to see where your precinct’s cluster meeting will be held.

Once the precinct is organized, the chair and vice chair are members of the County Executive Committee,
which meets several times a year to conduct official Party business. For example, in the past, officers have
elected people to fill vacated County Commissioner seats.

It is our hope that precincts will be active during the election: putting up candidate signs at your polling
place, handing out candidate literature at the polling place on Election Day, and observing inside the polling
place. Some precincts are able to do more; some do less. It is up to individual precincts how active they are.

If your precinct is organized, thank you and please be sure to meet and stay organized. If you are not in an
organized precinct, please contact us to help you organize.
